It is the guiid’s
20" anniversary and we’ll look at some of the
highlights of the last two decades, enjoy
some special entertainment and have some
refreshments.

DIRECTORY COVER

Lay your 5 2 x 8 V2 notebook out flat. Trace
around the outer edge. Mark position of spine on
top and bottom. Add 3/8 inch seam allowance. Cut
out gently rounded corers. You may trace on a
paper pattern or directly on the backside of your
fabric.

Trace one fiap stopping at the spine edge. Add 3/8
inch seam allowance on three outer sides. Connect
top and bottom lines at spine edge. Cut our out one
full back and 2 flap pieces.

Fold back Y2 inch seam allowance on spine edge of
flaps. Stitch flat. At the spine markings on outside
cover, fold in ¥4 inch seam allowance and stitch flat.
With right sides together, match corners and stitch
around outside edge. Turn and press seams toward
the flaps. Turn back both sides of notebook and slip
cover onto both sides at once.

Hint: These measurements work for a stiff fabric
like denim. If you are using a lighter fabric or
stretchy fabric you may need to take a slightly wider
seam.
