Wearable Arts

Round Robin Vest Bee to begin New Groups in January
Join the small group where exciting, creative things are happening, new friendships are
mellowing, skills are advancing. New people are always welcome, but the best time to get
involved is when new groups are forming. Ida Blankenship leads the group that meets at
Creative Sewing Center, 11777 West Ave., at 6:30 Jan. 20, the 3rd Tuesday each month.

If you'd like to join this dynamic group, here is what to bring - -by June or July you will have a
new setof pieces with which to create a garmentor quilt.

Vest pattern—cut of spun polyester pattern tracing material, or, better yet, a muslin or
lightweight fabric to be used as an underlining during construction. Your friends will
need the vest pattern “shell” to aid in getting the design segments the right size.

Key Fabric — apx. 2yd. —a print with 3 main colors works well.

Co-ordinating fabrics—a few other pieces, V4 yd. each

A “starter piece” - optional - this could be a pieced or embroidered block, a section of
textured fabric, or anything that inspires this vest idea.

Other items as you wish: ribbons, threads, charms, etc——anything . It may be, but
does not have to be used.

Label—for your friends to sign as they help you

Booklet—small notebook for friends to write down their ideas as they create for you.
(Blank paper in a notecard works well.)

Container for the items—bag or box with your name on it.
